
 

The LifeCare Center of Thief River Falls is currently looking into the opportunity of 

becoming a medical facility. The staff and board are prayerfully discerning if that is what 

God has in store for the Center right now. The LifeCare Center has established a 

medical conversion team which is researching this endeavor. Staff has visited other pregnancy 

resource centers and is working with Total LifeCare to help discern if this is the right direction at 

this time. Our local Knights of Columbus are willing to help with funds with their Ultrasound 

Initiative. Additional resources available to us include National Institute of Family & Life Advocates, 

Heartbeat International, Care Net and Focus on the Family. Becoming medical would mean the 

LifeCare Center would have an on-site ultrasound machine so clients could view their unborn baby 

early in their pregnancy before they can feel any movement. According to Focus on the Family, 84% 

of women decide not to have an abortion after seeing their ultrasound. Becoming a medical facility would also allow us to 

provide pregnancy confirmation. A medical doctor specializing in OB/GYN would oversee the facility and a registered nurse 

would be on staff.  

 

This is one of the many client testimonies that the LifeCare Center has been blessed to be a part of and able to help support 

life:  

 

òWhen I first found out I was pregnant. I was very scared and confused. I also had very little support from my family. Not knowing if I 

was ready to be a mom, I made an appointment at an abortion center. I was also in panic mode at the time! I was so alone and 

scared. The date of my abortion was also the date of my first ultrasound. That day would either be the day I welcomed life or 

terminated life. I chose life! ò
