One 30-centimeter ruler, or a ruler with centimeters on one side and inches on the other

One pencil sharpener

One blunt scissors (safety scissors with embedded steel blades work well)

One eraser approximately 2-1/2" long

Five unsharpened #2 pencils with erasers; secure together with a rubber band

Five ballpoint pens (NO GEL INK); secure together with a rubber band

One box of 16 or 24 crayons

One sturdy drawstring backpack-style cloth bag approximately 14" X 17" with shoulder
straps (NO STANDARD BACKPACKS); recommended fabrics include heavy cotton canvas,
denim, and twill -- An easy-sew pattern is available at www.lwr.org/beinvolved and click on
School Kits or call 800-597-5972.

All items should be new and in
good condition. Remove any excess packaging and pack items in the bag, fold the handles over, and
secure with two large rubber bands or tie with yarn. Do not enclose the kit or any of its contents in
plastic bags. LWR's approx. cost to handle and ship one school kit overseas is $1.40.

LWR Personal Care Kits * - Naomi Circle

INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING ITEMS IN EACH PERSONAL CARE KIT:

One NEW light- or medium-weight bath-size towel (approximately 52" X 27"), DARK COLOR
RECOMMENDED

Two bath-size bars (4 to 5 0z.) of soap, any brand, in original wrapping

One adult-size toothbrush in its original packaging. (Toothbrush multi-packs may be used by
sealing an individual foothbrush in a business-size envelope; NO PLASTIC BAGS OR WRAP.

One sturdy comb, remove packaging

One metal nail clippers, remove packaging

[NOTE: Wrap all items in the towel and tie securely with ribbon or yarn. DO NOT enclose

the kit or any of its contents in plastic bags.]

Do not add other items or leave out any of the items listed. All items should be new and in
good condition. Wrap smaller items in the washcloth; wrap washcloth and remaining items in the

towel and tie securely with ribbons or yarn. Do not enclose the kit or any of its contents in plastic
bags. LWR's approx. cost to handle and ship one health kit overseas is $2.65.

LWR Fabric Kits * - Mary Circle

INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING ITEMS IN EACH FABRIC KIT:

Two pieces of cotton or cotton-blend fabric (NO KNITS OR 100% POLYESTER); fabric
should have no stains or holes and be cut into pieces measuring:

2-1/4 yards of 60" wide fabric, or

3 yards of 44" wide fabric, or

4 yards of 36" wide fabric
Two spools of matching or neutral-colored general purpose thread, 250-300 yards each
[NOTE: Fold thread and one piece of fabric inside second fabric piece and tie with yarn,
sturdy string, ribbon or strip of fabric. Do not enclose the Fabric Kit or any of its contents
in a plastic bag.]

Do not add other items or leave out any of the items listed. All items should be new and in
good condition. Wrap sewing notions inside fabric and tie with string, yarn, or strip of fabric. Do
not enclose the kit or any of its contents in plastic bags. L WR's approx. cost to handle and ship one
sewing kit overseas is $1.00



LWR Baby Care Kit * - Dorcas Circle

INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING ITEMS IN EACH BABY CARE KIT:

Two lightweight cotton t-shirts (NO ONESIES)

Two long- or short-sleeved gowns or sleepers (WITHOUT FEET)

Two receiving blankets, medium-weight cotton or flannel, or crocheted or knitted with
lightweight yarn, up to 52" square

Four cloth diapers, flat fold preferred

One jacket, sweater or sweatshirt with a hood, or include a baby cap

Two pair of socks

One hand towel, (DARK COLOR RECOMMENDED)

Two bath-size bars (4 to 5 0z.) of gentle soap, in original wrapping

Two diaper pins or large safety pins

[NOTE: Gently used, clean items (NO STAINS OR TEARS) can be substituted for new

ones. Wrap items in one of the receiving blankets and secure with diaper pins. Do not

enclose the kit or any of its contents in plastic bags.]

Do not add other items or leave out any of the items listed. Gently used, clean items can be
substituted for new ones. Wrap items in one of the receiving blankets and secure with diaper pins.
Do not enclose the kit or any of its contents in plastic bags. LWR's approx. cost to handle and ship
one layette overseas is $1.30.

SOAP

LWR accepts new bars of any brand soap, in their original wrapping. All bar sizes are accepted;
however, bath-size bars (4 to 5 0z.) are highly preferred. No one likes to be dirty. Soap keeps
hands clean, germs at bay and helps people present themselves with dignity. Those simple things
are some of the very building blocks to success

LWR Quilts * - Women of Bethel

Everyone is always welcome to join us at quilting as help is always needed to finish quilts throughout
the year. No experience is necessary. The quilters meet on the second Friday and the fourth
Tuesday of each month at 9:00 am in the Fellowship Hall. If you enjoy sewing, blocks are always
available for you to take home and sew together and return to church for completion.

GHM Newborn Kits - Women of Bethel

One Newborn kit contains:

One 36" sq. muslin or sheeting - not necessary to hem

One regular size bath towel - new or gently used - no longer than 48"
One wash cloth

One bath-size bar (4-5 ox.) Ivory soap

One newborn stocking cap (keep hand knit ones small, use baby yarn)
One small baby shirt, size 0-3 or newborn

One receiving blanket
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Pack all items ina 2 or 2 % gallon “Ziploc" type plastic bag. Squeeze air out of the bag before
sealing. A $5 donation per kit will help with shipping and ongoing related program costs. Do not
include the money with the kit - monetary donations are taken to GHM when we deliver the kits.

GHM Aids/Hospice Kit - Women of Bethel
